This is a 
live narration of onstage action broadcast 
to a personal receiver.

 Request tickets in the open-
 captioned section. Open-captioning 
for people with hearing disabilities is a text 
display of words spoken during an event. 
The display is positioned so that everyone 
in a particular seating area can see it. Open-
captioning is a service provided for people 
with hearing disabilities who may also use 
assistive listening devices, hearing aids, cochlear 
implants, sign language and lip reading.

Please 
note: We cannot guarantee side-by-side seating 
for patrons in wheelchairs and their companions 
in the Angus Bowmer Theatre. In some cases, 
the companion will be seated adjacent to the 
wheelchair section.  
  
New Theatre Enter through the main lobby off 
Pioneer Street.
 
Restrooms are located in all three theatres and 
in the administration building. To reach the 
restrooms in the administration building, enter 
down the ramp, through the administration 
doorway, and take the elevator down one floor.
 
Parking There is accessible parking on 
the lower level of the paid parking garage off 
Hargadine Street and in the parking lot on the 
corner of Lithia Way and Pioneer Street.
 
Wheelchairs A limited number of wheelchairs 
for patrons to use while at the theatres 
is available.

 Nine sign-interpreted performances  
 are scheduled during the 2011 
season. A complimentary one-hour Prologue 
is offered prior to each performance. When 
requested in advance, Backstage Tours, Park 
Talks and Noon Lectures can also be sign-
interpreted. All events except Park Talks are 
ticketed events.
